It is ny understanding that since the letter from M. Paul o Wanderl| ey,
President of the Brazil Judo Federation, was issued on August 25, there
has been a lot of runmors and unwarranted conplaints fromthose who have
becone aware of the contents of the letter.

In sone sense, this is understandabl e because the letter indicated that
the hosts for this year XXW Wrld Chanpionships “may have had sone
m sunderstanding regarding the funding of certain.'costs, which were
crucial to the holding of a successful event.

I wanted to re-affirm with you that cthe top priority for the
I nternational Judo Federation and nyself personally is the protection of
the interests of the players, and that, the prinmary purpose of the IJF s
existence is to foster the holding of successful international events
such as the one planned in Rio de Janeiro .

Yet at this crucial tinme, it was disappointing to see that from sone
circles, rather than confirmng the relevant facts or offering their
cooperation to resolve the“present matter, the reaction | have w tnessed
from sonme officials was to exaggerate the urgency of the issue, using
this opportunity for “political purposes, and to engage in unnecessary
“finger-pointing”(_as to who should be held responsible. This was a
depl orabl e situation which should not have occurred.

As indicated in the attached letter received fromM. Carlos Nuzman, the
President of the Brazil Aynpic Commttee, the Gty of Ro de Janeiro and
the Brazilian Oynpic Committee have guaranteed the holding of a

successful event, re-affirmng the perfornmance by the Brazil Judo
Federation of its conmtnents under the Cooperation Agreenent with the
I JF, including the coverage of <costs related to air travel

accommodati ons and ot her expenses for |IJF officials and del egati ons.

Based on the foregoing, | am confident that the Wrld Chanpionship wll
be successfully held in Brazil as planned.
